There was a large fire in downtown Torrington which required a significant amount to water to control.   You may be experiencing discolored water or pressure issues, the water at this time is safe to drink and use.  If you run your water for a few minutes, it should clear.








A large volume of smoke was in the air during the event.  If you were downwind or smelled smoke we advised people to shelter in place and stay indoors to keep your indoor air as clean as possible. The fire has been contained and smoke is much less of an issue.  If you do not smell smoke from your location you can reactivate your air handling system, if you have one and had shut it down during the emergency to prevent outdoor smoke from getting inside.
